Rudra Pasupathi Nayanar was the 16" Nayanar saint among
the 63 Nayanmars.

Periya Puranam (13" century CE) and Thiruthondar Thogai (10" century CE)
detail his legendary life and services to Shiva.

Rudra Pasupathi Nayanar was born in a pious Brahmin family in the small
village of Thiruthalayur, now located in Nannilam taluk, Thiruvarur District
(17 km south of Mayiladuthurai and on the Nedungadu-Karaikal route via
Kollumaangudi).

Rudra Pasupathi Nayanar was an ardent Shiva devotee. He used go to the
Pond in the early morning and evening and chant Shri Rudram Chamakam
with folded hands raised above his head. The hymn hails Shiva as the Su-
preme Being and accords the reciter Shiva's grace. The vibration of the
intense prayer of the Nayanar is described to have reached the abode of
Shiva, who pleased with the Nayanar's devotion grants him Salvation.

While the Shiva
and Perumal temples were meticulously cared for by Thottam,
Sri T.N.Vaithianatha Swamy lyer and his family with the support
of the residents, the Mariamman Temple remains the heart of the community,
managed by the local people themselves. | vividly remember the sacred at
mosphere created by the Sivachariyars’ prayers and the peaceful visits to the
Swamiji at the Shiva Madam by the river. Opposite the Shiva Temple, the pond
was always brimming with water, serving as a center for our ritual baths and the
vibrant energy of festival days.

My happiest memories are rooted in the holidays
when we would return to the Mariamman Temple and the spirit of the village.
Those days were marked by simple joys like heading to Peralam to watch movies
and enjoying the famous Peralam Vadais with relatives. Though many of us have
moved to cities, the Mariamman Temple remains our anchor, a place where the
fragrance of the soil and the blessings of the Goddess are forever intertwined
in my heart.
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History of Thiruthalaiyur Kshetram
Om Namasivaya

Among the four Vedas, six Vedangas, and four Upangas, "Sri Rudram™ is
great and superior. It is found in the fourth kandam of Yajur Veda. The Panchak-
shara (Nama Sivaya) is found in the middle of Sri Rudram. So, all Astigis are
chanting Sri Rudram in daily poojas, japas and homas etc., from time immemorial.

It is believed that Sri Rudram represents the Goddess Parvathi, Wealth and
Peace. All these three put together is called Sri Rudram in the name of Lord Siva

"Rud" means sufferings and "Thiram" means removal ie, removal of all
sufferings. It also gives happiness. To Vedapurusha, the Rudram is the eye, and
the eye ball is compared to Panchakshara. This is described by Saint Thirugnan-
asambanthar Nayanar as:

Ceugld mrendlemid Gl CunHeTTeug
BIgen B BoFSHeumuGi.

Thiruthulaiyur is a beautiful and fertile village situated on the southern
banks of river Nattar, a branch of river Arasalar in Nanillam Taluk of Thiruvar-
ur district. It is 17 Kms. south of Myladuthurai and on the way to Karaikal via
Kolumangudi. Pasupathiyar lived in this village. He chanted Sri Rudram con-
tinuously and attained Mukthi. So, he was included in the Thiruthandathagai of
Saint Sundramoorthy Nayanar. Pasupathiyar used to stand in neck deep water
in a tank in Thiruthalaiyur and chant Sri Rudram without break with hands raised
above his head in adoration. Day-in and Day-out he lived, breathed and had
his being in Sri Rudram. Since, the head alone was seen above water level and
as the flesh of his body was eaten away by fishes and only bones remained, the
village was called as "Thalaiyur”. He is also called "Ruthra Pasupathiyar” as
he chanted the Sri Rudram constantly and attained mukthi. as

The efficacy of the holy place "Thalaiyur" is so great, Saint Sundramoorthy
Nayanar, Nambiyandar Nambi and Sekkizhar described the dignity of the vil-
lage in their works. Sekkizhar depicts the life of Pasupathiyar in Periyapuranam.
Being an orthodox Brahmin, Pasupathiyar was well versed in the Vedas and
Sastras. He continuously worshiped Lord Siva with constant divine pursues and
fervour. Lord Shiva who is easily approachable by true devotees facilitated sal-
vation to him. He attained mukthi in the first astrides (Asupathy) of Kanya month.
The salvation day festival of Rudra Pasupathy Nayanar is celebrated every year
at Thiruthalaiyur by the devotees.
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The temple is in the northern side of the village Thiruthalaiyur. It is a
beautiful temple extended in less than one acre area facing east. The Lord is
“Sri Baleswarar” and Goddess is “‘Sri Parvathi”. The idol of Rudra Pasupathiyar
is in the southern prakara (circumambulatory path) of the temple facing
Sri Dakshinamoorthy. The sacred pond, where the Nayanar used to stand and
chant Sri Rudram is on the southern side of the temple.

The temple was built, and few acres of cultivating lands was endowed in the
name of the temple by the forefathers of Shri T.V.Surianarayanan, a retired
Commercial Tax officer, Pondicherry. His father late Shri. T. N. Vaithyanathaswamy
Aiyar maintained the temple in good condition. Daily poojas were conducted
without any problem. In his last days he handed over the temple to the Hindu
Religious and Charitable Endowments (Admn.) Department, Government of Tamil
Nadu. Now, the temple is in dilapidated condition. Shrubs and plants invaded the
temple premises and damaged all the vimanas, mandapas, prakaras, compound
walls etc.

The Vasantha Mandapam and the kitchen are more. Shri. T.V. Surianarayanan
and his devotee friends of the village are taking serious steps to repair and
renovate the temple with the help of devotees. The renovation work is in progress
with the contributions of the devotees.

the date for Kumbabishekam is also fixed on Friday, 03.11.2006.
Ardent devotees of Nayanars and the Shri Rudram are requested to show their
benevolence for the renovation work for such holy temples in an opportunity to
serve God and to do good things in the life of a man, as such of these temples
will speak the glory of our culture and spiritual heritage.

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My Anubhavam(experience) with
Sri Parvathy Sametha Baleshwarar

It was the summer of 1971 or 1972 — when | was spend-

ing the summer in Ashoknagar Athimber Dr. Natesa lyer”s

house, who had the unique privilege of administering Ayurve-
dic medicine to Maha Periyava .A young boy wearing a S. Sridhar

Dhothi called out asking for Bhiksha | asked him if he could chant a mantra. He
immediately recited the Sri Rudram flawlessly — to our surprise. Eesan knows
if He Himself had come there that day — because it propelled me to learn Sri

Rudram years later.

| invited one Pandit Sivaramakrishnan who asked me to come to the temple
to learn Rudram and | went there once or twice — In this way the years passed by
and 2008 arrived. My mama called me one day and said the Kumbhabhishekam
at Palaiyur had been completed. We went to the temple and did an archana
and when the gurukkal was doing the archana — there was a man standing next
to me talking on his phone — which irritated me as the archana was going on —
but what he said on the phone to the other party — was “ Na Saravananan oda
Appa — Na Saravanan oda Appa three times —meaning | am Saravanan’s Father
II* (the deity in Swami Malai is Saravanan -also known as Subrahmanyam, Swa-
minathan, or Murugan—who is Sivas son) and disappeared — At that moment |
could not draw any conclusions about that brief encounter. Then the archana was
over and the Gurukkal came out and was offering the Karpura Aarathi Thattu
to take our blessings from Him — He had a garland on his hand that apparently

adorned Swaminatha swami — which he flung at my chest.

My mother said:” Hey Abhi — (my home name) — lets also go to Thalaiyur
(my father’s hometown) which is nearby “So we went to Thalaiyur. We visited the
Sivan Kovil that was at the end of the Agraharam on our way back. So we went
to the Sivan Kovil only to find the outer gate locked . A person came and asked
do you want to see the Kovile—We said Yes — and so he pulled out a key and
opened so we went inside and looked around but the door to the inner prakha-
ram was still locked and Iwhispered to my myself — we had come all this way and
how could it be that we will not be able to get darisanam — and within 5 minutes
— we heard a moped arriving and guess who had arrived — the Gurukkal — and

| was stunned. The gurukkal said that normally he would only come at 5 PM but
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today he had asked an electrician to fix the lights inside and so he had come
early — logical enough. He then gave us Karpura Arati Darisinam of Baleshwarar
and Parvati Ambal and Valli Devasena Sametha Subrahmanya Swami — and
Kanni Moola Ganapathy — Rudra Pasupathi Nayanar and he said that Purattasi
Maasam (sept -oct time frame close to Navaratri) — Rudra Pasupathy Nayanar
was standing in the pond with water upto his neck and chanting the Rudram when
Parameswaran took him to His own abode. The presiding Nakshatra on that day
was Ashwini for his Moksha Dinam — The gurukkal went on to say that every
year to commemorate this event — Vadhyars and Deekshitars from Chidambaram
would stand in the pond to recite the Rudram — on Purattasi Maasam — Ashwini
Nakshatram day — and during the eleventh Anuvakam — it would promptly rain
on the pond — We were stunned to hear this and slowly thoughts were building
in my head to come back to witness that incredible event. Thanks to Baleshwarar

who took pity on me.

| returned to California and narrated all these things to Pandit Sivara-
makrishnan — who immediately initiated me into Rudram training—So for almost
1 year | learnt how to chant the Rudram and Chamakam — counting the days to

go back to Thalaiyur.

August 2009 | was called and said there was a Maharudram in Chicago and
if | could come there as a Ritwik We went into the Chinmaya Mission where the
Maharudram was being conducted and when they announced the Sankalpam —
the Vadhyar announced Purattasi Maasam and Ashwini Nakshtram — and | was
stunned!! The Lord had come to Chicago just to make sure | see Him on that sa-
cred day — which was Rudra Pasupathi Nayanars Moksha Dinam—my joy knew

no bounds.

On returning to Los Angeles, we planned the first Maharudram in Los An-
geles ever for 2010 and it was a huge success. From that year onwards, Pandit
Sivaramakrishnan would perform an Ekadasa Rudram event at the temple in
Los Angeles for Purattasi Maasam Ashwini nakshatram day. My friendship with
Pandit Sivaramakrishnan blossomed as we did an Athi Rudram, and many Yajnas
including a program called Aarupadai Veedu, Soma Skanda Sapta Sathi Yajna
in 2022. Even though | met Pandit Sivaramakrishnan in the US only in 2004—we
discovered through my wedding photo album that He had officiated as the priest
at my wedding in 1989 — almost 15 years earlier — There is no way to explain
this Divine Connection made possible by Baleshwarar.

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During all these transactions from 2008 to 2016 — Shri. T.V. Surianarayanan
mama (father of Ramanathan sir) - who despite being an octogenarian
managed the Sivan Temple single handedly for so many years and kept the
torch burning for us. | miss him quite a bit. He was my guide about Thalaiyur. He
narrated many things about Thalaiyur to me. He mentioned that there used to
be a matham there and Maha Periyava would visit. He mentioned that Periyava
once stated that Thalaiyur was like His right eye. Periyava had also visited when
there was a flood in the area and He arrived in His Palanquin. Periyava also
said that there was a matham in Thalaiyur and known for Veda Parayanam.

During this time period | learned a few facts about my great grandfather
Sri Srinivasa lyer. Most important among them being the following

He was conducting Panchayathana Puja at his home- which means he
should have chanted the Rudram also. | have also heard that my grandfather
TS Venkatarama lyer gave away the panchayathana set to a matham - | have
not observed my grandfather do pujas to a Siva linga at home.

Apparently, there was a Vilva tree in our house compound.

Sri Srinivasa lyer also would only eat after giving Bhiksha each day
(remember Balan)

He would also follow a Nama Sankeerthanam using Ulukkai (Pounding stone
- Bhagawan Nama) to pound the husked rice paddy to remove the husk (Maya)
and reveal the pure rice inside — The import is to remove the maya that was
preventing the real nature of rice to be exposed — the ural (grinding stone).

When | was born to Mr. T.V. Balasubramaniam and Rajomani Ammal my
grandfather Mr. T.S. Venkatrama lyer decided to name me after His late father
Mr. T.V. Srinivasa lyer

In 2024, when my Athai visited Bala Periyava who had camped in Nagpur
and mentioned the temple in Thalaiyur and that we were getting ready for a
Kumbhabhishekam — Bala Periyava recognized this and gave His Aseervadhams
for the planned Kumbabhishekam. There are greater things in store for Thalaiyur
as we continue to work together to preserve this Holy Site and protect the
Agrahara from any commercial developments.
